$152.3 million proposal addresses enrollment 
growth through construction.  It provides 
improvements and additions to campuses and 
district facilities, and earmarks funds to 
purchase land for future school sites.

� � This proposition gives KISD the ability, 
in the future, to raise the school 
operating tax  (M&O tax rate) as high 
as the state mandated rate of 
$1.50 without negatively impacting its 
ability to sell bonds.  

 
Proposition Two:  “New Construction”   $129.2 
million 
 
Proposition Three:  “Capital Improvement 
Projects”   $23.1 million
